a child using that animal’s teeth on the right.

McWilliama ™s
huge-jawed illustrations, such as a young Inuit fishing with a narwhal tusk or a frustrated student
mowing through his math book with a beavera ™s orange-colored incisors, are somehow both
hilarious and terrifying. Meanwhile, photos of open-mouthed animals accompany the text. Though
perhaps not the best choice for the nightmare-prone, this will surely satisfy animal enthusiasts and
trivia lovers, and dentists and parents will appreciate the mention of ways to keep human chompers
