Most of what happens in this fast-paced,
original, and always intriguing book is done in a way that compels you to keep reading and trying to
discover all the mysteries that the author presents to you.One aspect that | particularly enjoyed is

how mundane and ordinary the book portrays Joan as it starts out. Linda Rey does a great job



setting up Joan’s personality and daily life that involves hot topic issues such as teen anxiety,
depression, medication, and having experiences that cause the main character to resort to being a
cutter. These might seem like topical devices used for the sake of differentiating this protagonist out
from any others, but | thought this aspect of the character was done respectfully and authentically.
Never once did any of these elements of the story come off as a gimmick used to exploit current
issues. | also enjoyed how the author constantly increases the suspense by upping the ante and
giving more twists than | expected when first going in.

Some may find this book very disturbing to read and it takes you to a very real place that some
people struggle with in life. | find that by incorporating the nightmares that make Joan cut herself
really brings the story together and makes you understand why she does it. | find it very unnerving
to think every time | closed my eyes at night | would find myself facing a different way | die. | like
how the author is able to transport you to the different historical points in history and really make
you feel that Joan was there. | couldn’t even begin to understand what would have been going
through her head to see the things she saw and try to make sense of it all, only having to result in
cutting myself to actually feel and know | was in reality. In times of struggle and uncertainty, it is
good to have someone on your side. | found it a relief that at least her sister believed her and was
on her side. | was upset that her parents took the role of not believing her or couldn’t understand
what she was going through. | guess it would be hard to explain to your parents about reliving past
life experiences through your dreams. | think this shows in real-life how someone who may be
struggling with an illness and finds cutting themselves for release would have naysayers who would
be doing more harm then good. Joan took a chance by getting rid of the things that were hurting and
holding her back and in the end found that by facing this scary journey she was able to overcome
and finally live.This is definitely a good read, although uneasy at times and was difficult for me to put
down. Ms. Rey keeps you wanting to go further into the story and see it to the end. | am certainly
