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Aimed at experts and beginners, this guide covers the wildlife of Belize, Costa Rica and Panama.

The colour photographs highlight the region's variety of mammals, birds and reptiles.
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This book is ok. It doesn't include Nicaragua or else it could be 4 stars. Nica has similar wildlife to

Costa Rica and is growing in Eco tourism. Adding a few more pages about Nica's national parks

and reserves would have made it complete. Maybe in future editions?? It's unlikely you'll see most

of the difficult to spot mammals in the book and if you're into birding it's really lacking on variety of

species. If you're birding in Panama or CR there are more complete guides.
