This book will

help you do that.-My Actual Review of the Book-I started preparing for the GRE about 2.5 months

before I was going to take it, and all I did was read this book from front to cover. I read every page,

answered every question, and read my flashcards every now and then for maybe an hour or a half

hour each day.
