& far North, the coast & Namib-Naukluft, and the South. Each regional section has an overview
map, local information on how to get around with transport and street maps where relevant, a short
history of the region, thorough advice on what to see and do and a directory of key local information
on banks, embassies, internet cafes and medical services. There is a full-colour mini atlas which
has maps of each region to help you get your bearings and a distance chart so you can plan your
journey. In addition to this there is a full colour section on Southern African Wildlife providing a quick
photographic guide to some of the more fascinating mammals you may encounter including

information on habitat, habits and characteristic appearance to help you when you are on safari.
