This book was "required reading" in a course on spiritual direction | took that was taught by the
Lanteri Center for Ignatian Spirituality (centered in Denver). It is an excellent introduction to the
ministry of spiritual direction, especially for people who are not priests, ministers, deacons, or
religious. While these people have traditionally served as spiritual directors, there is growing
acceptance that "non-professionals" may make gifted spiritual directors too.The book covers the
basics from what spiritual direction is to the importance of developing the relationship between the
Directee and God and the Director and Directee. It covers all the bases in a non-technical language.
While | wouldn’t call the book a "breeze" to read, it is well written by a master of the art of spiritual
direction and thus "easy" to understand by the focused reader. Those interested in spiritual direction
likely would have that focus.The ministry of spiritual direction does take training, and this book will
likely help in that training or help a person discern if s/he would like to seek out training. | was

Each time | pick up The Practice of Spiritual Direction, | am fed with another awareness of who God
is with any of us.
